How Can I Help the School Raise Money From Home? 
 

Pearl Sample participates in various programs specifically designed to “Give Back” to participating 

schools.  These programs include: Box Tops for Education, Tyson Project A+ Labels, Campbell’s Labels 

for Education, Nestle Fit for Life water labels, Capri Sun Drink Pouch Brigade, Martin’s A+ School 

Rewards, Target’s REDcard Rewards, and Food Lion and Safeway Club Cards.  All of these programs 

help raise additional funds for our school, our students, and our teachers.  Below is an explanation of 

each program: 
 

Box Tops for Education – Purchase products that have a “Box Top for Education” label on them, cut 

them out and send them in to your student’s teacher.  Please label each bag with your student’s 

teacher’s name so that his/her class receives credit.  These Box Tops are collected and submitted for 

a check back to our school.  Last year we raised $405.06.  Each month we will announce the 

classroom with the highest box tops collected and reward the classroom with a special treat.  For 

additional information, please email us or visit the Box Tops for Education website at:  www.btfe.com. 
 

Tyson Project A+ Labels – Clip and send in to your student’s teacher, the Project A+ redemption label 

on Tyson products in your grocer’s freezer case.  You may clip off either the end label or top label.  

For more information about specific Tyson products, please visit their website at:  

http://www.tyson.com/projectaplus/.  Each label is worth $.24 and schools can earn up to $12,000 

per year.  This is not a new program for Pearl Sample, but we hope to increase participation this year. 
 

Campbell’s Labels for Education – Collect and send in the whole label, just the UPC from eligible 

products or the lids from V8 juice drinks.  Campbell’s awards points based on the point value of UPCs 

and lids submitted.  Points accumulate until they are spent by our teachers on items ranging from art 

supplies to computer equipment, to books and PE equipment.  New playground balls were purchase 

this summer and have been delivered to al the grade levels.  A list of products with their point values

Nestle – Pure Life, Go Play! – Peel off your Nestle Pure Life labels and send them in to Mrs. Sorrell, our 

PE teacher.  Labels are collected and redeemed for all kinds of “healthy” rewards for our PE

Capri Sun/TerraCycle – Send in or leave your empty Capri Sun drink pouches in the cafeteria.

Martin’s A+ School Rewards – Designate your school to receive rewards with your BONUSCARD each 

time you make a purchase at Martin’s.  The program runs October 4, 2009 through March 13, 2010.
